To further support the 
mission-critical requirements of many of Latitude’s customers, development 
is now underway for an SMS auto-alert utility.  This will allow either an LMC 
device or LWS Sentinel to send event-driven SMS alerts directly to the 
customer’s desktop, PDA or mobile phone.  For operators without existing 
telemetry data collection and processing capability, LWS Sentinel will provide 
a reliable and affordable solution.
